	・A medicine may cause some unwanted effects.
Stop taking your medicine and check with your doctor immediately if any of the following side effects occur：
Severe chest pain, respiratory distress, swelling/pain of inguinal/feet region, pain of the arm or armpit, headache, nausea, dizziness. Yellowing of the skin or the whites of the eyes, fatigability. Loss of appetite, upper/right stomachache, weight loss. Chest pain, palpitation. Fever, cough, shortness of breath, dullness.

・Other side effects not listed above may also occur in some patients. If you notice any other effects, check with your doctor：
Excess skin eruption, rash, blotch, freckles, loss of hair, reddened skin, rough skin, hives, red spot or bruise on skin, photosensitive hives/itching. Hoarse voice, excess hair. Swelling, weight gain. Excess vaginal discharge, genital bleeding, absence of menstrual periods. Change of breast. Red spot or bruise appearing on limbs, bleeding tendency.
