General dosage regimen (for adults): Take 1 tablet (75mg of the active ingredient) at a time three times a day after meals. It should be adjusted according to the disease, age and symptom of the patient. Strictly follow the order of your doctor.

・Missed Dose:

If you are ordered to use this medicine on regular schedule and you missed a dose, apply as soon as possible. If it is almost time for the next dose, skip the missed dose and continue your regular dosing schedule. DO NOT take a double dose to make up for the missed dose.

・Overdose:

If you took too much Disopain Tablets 75, check with your doctor/pharmacist immediately.
