	・Tell your Doctor：

If you ever had any unusual or allergic reaction to any medicines.

Patients with; glaucoma, myasthenia gravis, sleep apnoea syndrome, unable to breath smoothly due to asthma or any lung diseases, heart/liver/kidney disease, history of the treatment of strokes and head injury.

If you are using any other prescription or nonprescription (OTC) medicine.

・Pregnancy/Breast-feeding

Make sure your doctor knows if you are already pregnant or are breast -feeding.

	HOW SHOULD THIS MEDICINE BE USED?
	・
Remove the medicine from the package prior to use.

・
Follow your doctor’s instructions. Take this medicine with a glass of water or lukewarm water. Take right before bedtime.

・
If you are ordered to use this medicine on regular schedule and you missed a dose, apply as soon as possible. If you take after meals, the effect of the medicine may increase. Wait some hours after meals, and take the medicine.

・
DO NOT take a double dose to make up for the missed dose.
・
If you took too much Doral, check with your doctor immediately.

・Elderly Person：
Light-headedness may appear stronger than other age level. Follow your doctor’s instructions.

・
Do not stop your medication without the instructions of your doctor. Suddenly stopping your medication may cause side effects.

	PRECAUTIONS WHILE USING THIS MEDICINE
	・
Take on empty stomach. If your stomach is not empty, the effect of the medicine may appear stronger (i.e. over sleeping, strong sleepiness). Wait more than 2-3 hours for the food to digest completely. Take right before bedtime.

・
Avoid drinking alcohol with this medication. The effect of the medicine may increase or more likely to cause side effects.

・
If you need to get up halfway during sleep and engage in the work, do not take this medicine before sleeping.

	SIDE EFFECT(s) OF THIS MEDICINE
	・A medicine may cause some unwanted effects.
Stop taking your medicine and check with your doctor immediately if any of the following side effects occur：
Tremor, convulsion, insomnia, irritation after stopping your medication. Agitation, confusion (seeing/hearing things that are not really there). Fast/shallow breathing, shortness of breath, absent-mindedness. Believing unrealistic things, twilight state, erection disorder, wobbly when walking, tongue dysfunction, shaky hands/feet.

・Other side effects not listed above may also occur in some patients. If you notice any other effects, check with your doctor：
Sleepiness, light-headedness, dull headache, dizziness, mental depression, unable to remember the truth of waking up during sleep, anxiety, sensory disorder, taste disorder, palpitation, urine leakage. Yellowing of the skin or the whites of the eyes, fatigability. Thirst, nausea, loss of appetite, gastric/stomachache, diarrhea, constipation. Rash. Dullness, lassitude of limbs. Eye pain, vision disorder. Ear ringing. Itching. Eyelid swelling, sweat, tiredness, chills.
