	Ischaemic stroke is the disorder damaged to brain cells caused by narrowing or clotting of the blood vessels in the brain, and then impairing the transfer of oxygen or nutrition to the brain. Radicut eliminates harmful free radicals that increase in the area constricted blood flow, and thereby protects the brain.

Radicut improves paralysis of the limbs and disorder of activities of daily living, or enable you to act normally.

	BEFORE RECEIVING INJECTION
	・Tell your Health Care Provider:

If you ever had any unusual or allergic reaction to any medicines.

Patients with kidney/liver/heart disease, infectious disease, faint consciousness or impaired judgment.

・Dosage Schedule:

Your doctor decides the duration of treatment depending upon the severity. It is within 14days.

・Administration:

Usually, Radicut is given by intravenous drip infusion over a period of 30 minutes twice a day.

・Others:

If you are already pregnant, may possibly be pregnant, or are breast-feeding, tell your doctor before taking Radicut.

	SIDE EFFECT(S)
	・An injection may cause some unwanted effects.

◎Check with your doctor immediately if any of the following side effects occur:
<Acute renal failure, nephrotic syndrome> Urine volume decreased, swelling, headache, loss of appetite, thirst, respiratory distress, bloated feeling of the stomach.

<Fulminant hepatitis, hepatic dysfunction, jaundice> Loss of appetite, dullness, nausea, vomit, yellowing of the skin or the whites of the eyes, fever, rash, feel unwell, diarrhea, itching.

<Thrombocytopenia, granulocytopenia> Bleeding at the nose or gums, subcutaneous bleeding, fever, dullness.

<Disseminated intravascular coagulation> Palpitation, shortness of breath, dizziness, ear ringing, headache, anaemia, yellowing of the skin or the whites of the eyes, bleeding tendency from the nose or gums, subcutaneous bleeding.

<Acute lung injury> Respiratory distress, bluish-purpling or dark purpling of lips, fingernail or toenail.
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	<Rhabdomyolysis> Muscles pain, stiffness, numbness of the limbs, weakness, dullness, urine like red wine.
<Shock, anaphylactoid reaction > Chills, nausea, abdominal pain, pale face, cold sweat, dizziness, palpitation, rash, itching, urticaria, choking feeling in the chest, respiratory distress, redness.
<Redness> Red skin.
<Erythema> Red spots on the skin.
<Swelling> Skin swelling.
<Wheals> Pink erupted rash.

<Feeling hot> Feeling hot or feverish.
<Increased blood pressure> Feeling of dull headache, stiff shoulder.
