	THIS MEDICINE WORKS FOR
	This medicine makes one's blood hard to clot and prevents blood clots in the vessels by inhibiting the action of vitamin K.

Usually, it is used to treat or prevent thromboembolism (venous thrombosis, myocardial infarction, pulmonary embolism, cerebral embolism, slowly progressing cerebral thrombosis, etc.).

	BEFORE USING THIS MEDICINE
	・Tell your Doctor：

If you ever had any unusual or allergic reaction to any medicines.

Patient with: bleeding (due to thrombocytopenic purpura, angiopathic bleeding tendency, hemophilia/other blood coagulation disorders, menstruation, surgery, peptic ulcer, urinary tract hemorrhage, hemoptysis, miscarriage/premature birth/labor, suspected intracranial hemorrhage), bleeding tendency (due to visceral tumor, gastrointestinal diverticulitis, colitis, subacute bacterial endocarditis, hypertension, diabetes mellitus), liver/kidney disease, a recent history of surgery or trauma.

If you are using any other prescription or nonprescription (OTC) medicine.

Your dosage regimen:

Your dosage (number of tablets and doses a day) is prescribed by your doctor based on blood coagulation tests results. Strictly follow the order of your doctor.

・Missed Dose:

If you are ordered to use this medicine on regular schedule and you missed a dose, apply as soon as possible. If it passes above half a day from the next dose, skip the missed dose and continue your regular dosing schedule. DO NOT take a double dose to make up for the missed dose.

	・Overdose:

If you took too much Warfarin Potassium Tablets 2 mg, check with your doctor/pharmacist immediately.

・
Do not stop your medication without the instructions of your doctor.

	PRECAUTIONS WHILE USING THIS MEDICINE
	・
Do not eat/drink foods high in vitamin K such as NATTO (fermented soybeans), chlorella foods, AOJIRU (green vegetable or leaf juice), etc. and St. John's wort-containing foods because they decrease the effect of this medicine. Do not eat a large amount of green and yellow vegetables high in vitamin K such as broccoli, cabbage, lettuce, spinach, etc.

・
Do not drink alcoholic beverages because they may affect this medicine.

・
Be careful to avoid injuries because bleeding is hard to stop while taking this medicine.

・
Consult a doctor regularly and have blood coagulation tests.

・
Check with your doctor prior to surgery or tooth extraction.

・
If you visit another hospital or department, tell your doctor/dentist/
pharmacist about taking this medicine.

・Storage:

Keep out of the reach of children. Store away from heat, humidity and direct sunlight.

・Others:

If any medicine is left, do not store them. You must discard the remainder.

	SIDE EFFECT(s) OF THIS MEDICINE
	・Along with its needed effects, a medicine may cause some unwanted effects. Some of the commonly reported symptoms are listed below. If they occur, check with your doctor/pharmacist.

Hypersensitivity (hives, rash).

・In rare cases, symptoms may be the sign of side effects indicated in brackets [　].　Stop taking your medicine and check with your doctor immediately if any of the following side effects occur：

Headache, bleeding from the nose or gums, bruises on limbs [hemorrhage]

・
Pain and redness of skin surface [skin necrosis]

・
General fatigue, loss of appetite, yellowing of the skin or the whites of the eyes [hepatic function disorder, jaundice]

Other side effects not listed above may also occur in some patients.
